The company, which was sold to New York Stock Exchange listed company RPM in April 2008 has a client list which includes world class names such as Bentley, Jaguar, Ascot Racecourse and Marks and Spencer.   Dawn sold Flowcrete in April 2008 – which she nurtured from an initial start-up 30 years ago into a world leader. 
Following the sale of Flowcrete, Dawn hot-footed into another venture, putting all her effervescent energy and boundless enthusiasm into working with her community of Congleton, creating social enterprise Congelton Beartown Ltd  which embraces a harmonious blend of Dawn’s commercial acumen, her passion for making a difference, commitment to sustainability and ‘putting something back’. 
As a ‘Mistress of Fun Shui’ she is keen to bring eastern philosophies of Feng Shui to the British Isles.  Dawn sees that these clear, uncluttered philosophies support a holistic approach to UK home community and to corporate  life. Helping to generate an energised, vibrant space where everyone can succeed. Making Britain a happy, healthy loving and prosperous society with Fun Shui.
In 2010 and 2011, Dawn went on the most amazing adventure – which led her to experience poverty on the streets of the UK in the undercover series of Channel 4’s ‘Secret Millionaire’.
